The struggle to provide enough diapers is apparent from data showing how much Americans spend
on them per year. Each child uses 10 to 12 diapers per day on average. Families right here in our
community experience diaper need every day.

Although 30% of the kids assisted by EBC are 6 and older, and no longer need diapers, they still
need underwear and pants to be clean, healthy and ready to play and learn. New underwear for
girls or boys will be welcomed and earn points too.

Come to the May meetings and get more information. When in doubt, bring a cash donation and we
will take care of that tricky stuff.
